Assessment and Funding Ecosystem Services of Soil and Landscape Structures — New Strategic Approach and
Component of State Soil Policy in Slovakia

Martin Kovac

Abstract: Assessment and funding of soil and landscape ecosystem services represents a new component of the state soil protection
policy in Slovakia. It enables a systematic assessment of the condition of the soil and land use through the monitoring of key indicators of
soil health and climate stability. The main implementation tools of this state policy are: 1. creation of a unified Information and monitoring
system LAND; 2. establishment of the Carbon and Water Bank certification system; 3. establishment of the Climate Fund for Soil. It is an
innovative approach improving soil health, improving water resource status, and reducing flood and drought risks. The solution
integrates sustainable management of land, rainwater and adaptation to climate change. The new state policy complementarily builds
on the tools and intentions of the EU's Common Agricultural Policy, as well as other policies, strategies and concepts in the field of water,
soil fund and biodiversity protection, and adaptation to climate change. The Strategic approach fully supports integrated and sustaina-
ble management and planning of water - soil - plants - food - climate - energy balance NEXUS.

h Martin Kovaé was State Secretary in the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development of the Slovak Republic until
October 2023. Before he was chairman of the Board of Advisors to the Minister. He has been involved in the creation of

support and motivation tools for public administration for a long time. He leads the Climate Club expert platform within
‘ The National Trust in Slovakia which he founded in 1996.

He developed the concept 'Soil - carbon and water bank of landscape’, a new concept for land protection aiming at improving the
status and quality of water and soil, increasing resistance and supporting climate stability, biodiversity and carbon neutrality.
Comprehensive solution by creating a support system for the maintenance and recovery of crucial ecosystem services of soil and
landscape structures through three implementation instruments:1) Climate Fund for Soil, 2) SOIL Information and Monitoring System, 3)
Carbon and Water Bank Certification System. In cooperation with an international team of advisors, he prepared recommendations in
the form of 'Water for Climate Healing - A New Water Paradigm White Paper' for the UN 2023 Water Conference. The Climate Club is
starting a program of international cooperation in the restoration of small water cycles.

Martin Kovac graduated from the Slovak Technical University in Bratislava, Slovakia in the field of Land and water resources management
at the Faculty of Civil Engineering. He completed additional pedagogical and architectural studies. He continued his studies at the

University of Zilina, Slovakia in the field of Real estate valuation and water management of the country.
